This is a symbols font comprised of images of anthropomorphic animals representing various characters that might be encountered in the Jadeclaw RPG.  It is presented in a format inspired by the style of the "Sparks" font sets produced by S. John Ross of Cumberland Games & Diversions.

The idea of this set is to be able to make paper models by loading the accompanying TrueType or Type 1 font into your fonts folder, then filling a document with paper models built from these symbols.  For most models in this font, the front side is assigned to lower-case alphabet characters, and the back side to the upper case.  Below are all the possible combinations in this font set.  There are also a few non-scaled accessories assigned to numeric and symbol keys, which may be used to create markers to represent dropped weapons or shields.

B/b
Rat Traveler
A humble rodent traveler with a walking stick.

C/c
Rooster Bureaucrat
A court official with a folded fan.

D/d
Vixen Courtier
An educated lady of the court, with a decorated fan. 

E/e
Dragon Soldier

A palace guard armed with a polearm.  (This model should be printed off at a higher type size, due to the extra height of the blade.)

F/f
Boar Laborer
A commoner toiling in the fields.

G/g
Serpent Peasant
A humble Serpent carrying a couple of bundles.

H/h
Camel Raider
A scimitar-wielding desert warrior.
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I/i
Hyena Bodyguard
A tough fellow from the lands to the west of Zhongguo.

J/j
Rabbit Archer
A bowman dressed in the garb of the warriors of the steppes.

K/k
Panda Martial Artist
A fighter who practices the open hand method.

L/l
Wolf Barbarian
A member of the savage hordes from the north, armed with a blade and shield.

M/m
Wild Dog Shade
Perhaps a Shade, or else just a philosopher in elaborate robes.

N/n
Centipede Warrior of Metal
Vermin Spirit of the Element of Metal.

O/o
Viper Sorcerer of Fire
Vermin Spirit of the Element of Fire.

P/p
Toad Collector of Water
Vermin Spirit of the Element of Water.

Q/q
Spider Merchant of Wood
Vermin Spirit of the Element of Wood.
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R/r
Scorpion Scribe of Earth
Vermin Spirit of the Element of Earth

S/s
Zombie Dog Warrior
The animated corpse of a once-mighty Wild Dog warrior.

T/t
Phantom Servant

A faceless magical entity conjured by a wizard's spell.

U/u
Skeletal Ox
The animated skeleton of a large Ox.

V/v
Tortoise Fighter
A naturally-armored warrior armed with a hook and chain.

W/w
Tiger Swordsman
A mighty warrior.  (This model should be printed at a larger type size to account for the added height of the sword blade.)

X/x
Horse Guardsman
A guard armed with a polearm.  (This model should be printed at a larger type size to account for the added height of the polearm blade.)

Y/y
Phoenix Wizard
A Phoenix with an Attendant Fireball.

Z/z
Kuai Xi-Yi
A war-lizard outfitted to pull a chariot.
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Cat Servant
A feline servant.  (Unlike the Phantom Servant, this one has a face!)
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Zhong Xi-Yi
A larger war-lizard outfitted for a rider.  (You can represent a model riding this mount by cutting a slit in the top of the Zhong Xi-Yi model, in the middle of the saddle area, then sliding a paper model - flattened - into the slot.)

Fill this in with drawings of your own for more paper models!
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The number keys from 1-4 (and their SHIFT-ed counterparts) have an assortment of weapons an accessories: a polearm, sword, staff, and five-ring sword; a scimitar, shield, monk's staff, and an Attendant Fireball.  These are out of scale, and should be resized as needed, to be glued onto models as accessories, or as markers to represent dropped weapons on the field.
