This is an experimental title font created for the purpose of a strange design type that could suggest some sort of alien script, or perhaps a fantasy calligraphic style.  (The reason for the name is that the letters of the alphabet are squeezed into the shape of "heater" shields.)  It's best used in large type sizes, and is geared more for a distinctive look - not readability.  Although I've implemented a few of the punctuation marks, I wouldn't advise having any sort of lengthy document in this sort of type face, unless, say, it's for a role-playing game player hand-out that you don't mind having the players squint at and puzzle over a bit, trying to make out exactly what it says.
