This is an incomplete symbols font comprised of rejected images from a different paper models project.  I have been given permission by S. John Ross of Cumberland Games & Diversions to make my own freely available paper model font, inspired by the design of his "Sparks" miniatures available at:

(If you like this font, I highly recommend checking out his site!  There are more free downloads available there, as well as fonts and paper accessories for sale at reasonable prices.)

The idea of this set is to be able to make paper models by loading the accompanying TrueType or Type 1 font into your fonts folder, then filling a document with paper models built from these symbols.  For most models in this font, the front side is assigned to lower-case alphabet characters, and the back side to the upper case.  Below are all the possible combinations in this font set.  As I find the time, I intend to add a few more images to make a complete font, with a few more "flats" (non-scaled images) to pad things out.
