This TrueType font consists of an assortment of images of anthropomorphic animal characters from the main Ironclaw rulebook, including characters from the mini-comics and the sample adventure, "The Closing of the City Gates."  By arranging these images in a word processor (such as Microsoft Word or Wordpad), you can make a sheet of "paper stand-ups" that can be printed off, cut out, folded over, and glued or taped to form three-sided paper models of characters from the RPG.  The models are scaled to be best printed off at type point 36, though you may wish to adjust the type size to represent a different scale, or else to represent characters that are larger or smaller than others.  

Each model consists of three characters (front-right, front-left, and back) that have been assigned to different letters, numbers and symbols.
